Some 
benefits of handing them out after Mass include: Before 
Mass it is best to prepare for the Holy Sacrifice by 
prayer, especially the Most Holy Rosary.  After Mass 
visitors are sometimes unable to find bulletins and 
have asked me for them.

Handing out 
bulletins for our own parishioners is more personal as 
well. Another benefit is that if the bulletins are taken 
home which is helpful because there will be more 
information in the bulletin than what we can read in the 
few minutes before Mass.
