Holy Communion at Sacred Heart 

Before receiving Holy Communion, the Church in 
one of her Vatican II documents, requires that we 
make a sign of reverence.  We can bow the head, 
or make a sign of the cross or genuflect.  The US 
Bishops recommend a bow of the head.  As 
pastor, I recommend receiving Communion on 
the tongue, which prevents small particles from 
falling either to the floor or on the server paten.  If 
you should choose to receive on the hand, don't 
step aside.  This actually delays the next person 
from receiving, because the Extra Ordinary 
Minister isn't supposed to give the next person 
Communion until they see the Host placed in their 
mouth.  This prevents theft of the Eucharist and 
also assurance the Host is not dropped.  I was in 
a parish where someone attempted to steal the 
Host, but a parishioner confronted the individual 
as the thief was leaving.  By stepping aside, the 
Altar Server is unable to place the paten under 
the recipients hand in case the Host is 
accidentally dropped.  Therefore, immediately 
place the Host in your mouth and look for tiny 
particles on your hand.  If a particle is on your 
hand place it in your mouth.  As you may recall, 
we have had a portion of a Host fall to the floor 
and was stepped on.  On another occasion a 
Host was found under a pew.  Parents please 
instruct your children on how to receive the 
Eucharist.  Many parishioners are very conscious 
of how they receive Holy Communion, which 
shows their faith in the real presence, as well as 
their love and devotion to Jesus in the Eucharist.
